A Buzz in the Neighborhoodé. 

The Original Lake Sovereign Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and 

Restrictions  were in need of updating.  The documents were created by 

the developer (ie: Declarant) when the subdivision was established.  

Therefore, the emphasis on the governing control was written with the 

Declarant as the primary governing body.   When the Association became 

self-governed, the document was never changed to reflect the shift in power 

from the Declarant to the Association members.  Since there are a 

minimum of 124 references to the Declarant in the original document, it 

was necessary to perform a complete rewrite of the CC&Rõs.   It was also 

necessary to submit amendments to the By-Laws to bring them up to date 

as well. 

 

Any time change is suggested, it can invoke passion as to the necessity and 

intent of the new documents and amendments.  The documents were 

crafted and reviewed by a committee of your Association members.  They 

sought legal advice when necessary to make sure the Association members 

are protected.  The Lake Sovereign Association is a non-profit corporation 

managed by volunteers.   The volunteers are your neighbors and they have 

the same goals as you, to protect one of your most valuable financial assets.

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Lake Committee Report  

Attention All Fishermen, Fisherwomen and Fisherkids!!! 

 

As part of our normal lake maintenance program, our lake management vendor 

conducted a fish electroshock analysis on August 18.  An electroshock analysis is the 

most scientifically advanced method of analyzing fish populations in freshwater lakes and 

ponds.  It provides our lake management team with a representative sample of fishes in 

the lake and the data collected from this study is analyzed to determine the current 

conditions of our fish populations.  A complete copy of the report can be found at 

http://eepurl.com/dKk0. 

 

During the analysis, several of our bass were ôtaggedõ.  A numbered orange tag was 

inserted into the bass just below the base of the dorsal spine.  This tag does not damage 

or impede the movement of the fish.  A record was made as to the length, weight and 

condition of the fish as of August 18.  If you should catch a tagged fish, please handle it 

carefully and then quickly record the tag number, the length and/or weight of the fish 

before returning it to the lake.  If you do not have a scale or tape measure, please 

record the tag number, the approximate size and then immediately return the bass to 

the lake.  Although the tags are orange, green algae may obscure the number on the tag; 

you can carefully wipe the tag and the number will again be visible.  If you catch a tagged 

fish, please e-mail any information you are able to obtain to lake@lakesovereign.net.  

This information will allow our lake management vendor to track the history and 

growth of this fish.

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As you may recall all neighborhood signage was 

put on an annual maintenance schedule three 

years ago.  Architectural signage is 

something owners expect in an upper 

priced neighborhood, but it is expensive to 

maintain and many of our signs are aging. 

 

Our latest challenge is termites have invaded some of our 

signage posts.  We are focusing in particular on our street 

name and stop sign posts.  Although we have treated a 

couple of areas around posts for termite colonies, we will 

likely replace most posts between now and next year.  

Minimizing maintenance costs continues to be our goal.  

We are exploring the use of a polyvinyl material for future 

posts with reinforcing aluminum cores for stability.  The 

future posts will eliminate the potential for termites and 

rot.  Each street signpost costs between $1,000-1,300 

depending on the number of òwingsó on the sign and 

whether stop signs are included.  We are making every 

effort to retain the current wings on future signs to reduce 

cost.  We request owners to avoid tacking or taping notices 

on our signposts.

Committees are reviewing the potential of building a small 

storage building at the northwest corner of the clubhouse 

parking lot.  Currently items such as our pool cover, paint 

and maintenance supplies as well as holiday decorations 

are stored in offsite storage.  Louis Tooker, our resident 

architect and President, is drawing the preliminary plan to 

obtain a cost for building the structure.  We anticipate a 

design similar to the cabana, but smaller.   We have asked 

Louis to include some architectural screening to allow 

relocation of the garbage cans currently occupying a 

prominent location in the parking lot.

GAS METER, Keep it Clear and Visible 

Recently the Common Grounds Committee had to deal with a large water leak.  This 

required that the utility services be contacted in order to dig up the area by the pool 

and club house.  The Gas Company took the opportunity to review many of the 

neighborhood meters and noted that many of the gas meters did not meet the proper 

standards for visibility and safety. 

 

Please keep obstructions at a distance of 3 ft in 

front of the meter and 18 inches on each side. 

 

This will make it easier for the technicians to gain 

access to the meters in case of an emergency.
