Don't forget..

¶ Trash Cans should not be visible from the street.  
¶ Control unsecured trash bags so that dogs don't 

scatter the trash in the neighborhood.

¶ Yards should be clear of leaves and limbs.

When entering the neighborhood on West Ridge Drive 

you may have noticed some of the trees have been marked 

with multiple bands of red paint.  The marked trees are not 

located on Lake Sovereign common grounds.  This land is 

managed by the Army Corps of Engineers as part of the 

Lake Allatoona basin.  It is typical for òThe Corpsó to 

periodically remove bark from larger trees and paint the 

area with red paint to denote property boundaries.  The 

Corps does not damage the tree when making its òringó 

designation, as it does not invade the live tissue of the tree.  

It has been about four years since the trees were last 

marked in our neighborhood.
