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Lake Report  

 

Spring has arrived and our lake is beautiful during this time of the year.  We hope everyone has 

an opportunity to enjoy our wonderful amenity.  For the safety of your family, your 

accompanied guests and your lake investments, please review and insure that all members of 

your family understand and comply with the Lake Use Regulations found on our website.  

These regulations can be found at www.lakesovereign.net under Governing 

Documents/Recreation/Lake Use Regulations.  Highlights of these regulations are as follows: 

 

For members of our community, when fishing from the common areas, our lake is a óprivate 

lakeô for use by our residents and their accompanied guests only. 

 

Bass fishing is ñcatch & release onlyò until our bass populations mature. 

 

Boats shall be a maximum of 16ft in length and motors shall be of the non-fossil fuel type only 

(electric motors only). 

 

Boat-Id Flags must be visible at all times while boating on the lake.  A resident can obtain a 

Boat-Id flag by contacting the Lake Chairman at lake@lakesovereign.net. 

 

The Boat Ramp is for launching and retrieving boats to and from the lake only. The Boat Ramp 

is a NO PARKING area when not actively launching or retrieving boats.  All vehicles should be 

parked in the Clubhouse parking lot. 

 

The óGeorgia Safe Boating Actô has been incorporated into the Lake Sovereign Lake Use 

Regulations.  Safe boating practices must be observed at all times while on the lake. 

 

Dock # 3 

 

Dock #3 was closed this winter when a windstorm pulled it away from the walkway.  Dock #3 

has been re-aligned and attached to the walkway and is now open for all of our residents to 

enjoy. 

Before After 
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Attention All Fishermen !!!  

 

Our lake management vendor conducted a fish electroshock analysis in August, 2009.  During 

the analysis, several of our bass were ótaggedô.  A numbered orange tag was inserted into the 

bass just below the base of the dorsal spine.  This tag does not damage or impede the 

movement of the fish.  A record was made as to the length, weight and condition of the fish as 

of the date it was tagged.  If you should catch a tagged fish, please handle it carefully, quickly 

record the tag number, the length and/or weight of the fish and then return it to the lake.  If 

you do not have a scale or tape measure, please record the tag number, the approximate size 

and then immediately return the bass to the lake.  Although the tags are orange, green algae 

may obscure the number on the tag; you can carefully wipe the tag and the number will again 

be visible.  If you catch a tagged fish, please e-mail any information you are able to obtain to 

lake@lakesovereign.net.  This information will allow our lake management vendor to track 

the history and growth of this fish.

As you likely have noticed, Cherokee County has replaced 

the dead trees in the Sixes Road median.  We expect robust 

growth this year from the trees planted last season. 

 

The commercial business campaign continues and we still 

need shoppers to ask business owners about joining.  The 

Sixes Road Board is in the process of mailing SRCA window 

decals to all businesses in its geographical area.  The cost to 

join is minimal at $100 annually for most businesses.

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Common Grounds Report  

Winter Shrubbery Kill  
None of us need to be told how extraordinarily cold this winter has been.  As the days are beginning to warm we are seeing 

more and more shrubbery that has either been killed by the extreme cold or has experienced òwinter killó on the outer 

branches.  In addition to the homes with shrubbery in this condition, our Common Areas have also suffered.   The shrubbery 

bordering the tennis court parking lots has been most affected.  We are in the process of replacing those bushes.  We also 

have a few shrubs that can be severely cut back, heavily fertilized and rejuvenated. 

 

Please survey your individual properties for this condition and replace dead shrubbery now to take advantage of the cooler 

temperatures.  Shrubbery that survived, but is dead on the outer branches should be pruned back around April 15. 

 

Winter Brings Pavement Issues 
The extraordinary rains since last September along with the abnormally cold weather has also been detrimental to out asphalt 

surfaces in the parking lots.  Our streets have also experienced some surface issues.  The parking lots are the responsibility of 

your HOA, but the streets are the responsibility of the county.  We are beginning discussions with asphalt contractors to 

determine the most cost effective solution to address our HOA paved areas.  The HOA Reserve Fund schedule does not 

forecast any work on paved areas in 2010, but it may be necessary to use some of the Reserve Funds this year. 

 

 

Grasses Galore 
Thanks to Evie & Milt Aebi and Rosemary & Michael Flanagan for their contribution of ornamental grasses.  The grasses have 

been planted on the sloped area approach at the East Shore Drive dock.  From time to time owners have more plantings than 

their lawn will accommodate and your HOA just happened to have a suitable location for the extra plants.  The HOA could 

not afford to pass up the offer.  WHAT A DEAL! 

 

 

Itõs Spring and Weõre Busy 

Each year when the weather warms the Common Grounds Committee gets quite busy. During the next six weeks, the turf 

areas will be cut back, fertilized and the entrances turf aerated.  The irrigation pumps will be repositioned in the lake to pro-

vide all common grounds irrigation.  The three irrigation systems will be checked for any winter damage and repaired.  En-

trance flowers will be ordered and likely installed in early May depending on when higher temperatures are reached.  During 

the winter months we have been working to get most of the shrubbery trimmed and only a few areas remain for pruning.  As 

mentioned in earlier editions, we continue to experience rotting HOA signage.  All signage will be cleaned and painted and 

currently we have a new speed limit sign ordered for East Shore Drive. 

 

Reminder! 
Spring brings increased use of our tennis courts.  Our parking is limited near the courts, but there are additional spots near 

the Cherokee County Water pumping station on West Ridge Drive.  We encourage use of those additional parking spots.  

Cars have been parking on West Ridge Drive and at times tennis players have parked on the curb or turf.  These areas are 

irrigated and parking cars on the turf will damage the irrigation lines and sprinkler heads.  Please help us control our irrigation 
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
