Lake Report

Our beautiful swan is no longer a resident on our lake. Between
Thanksgiving and Christmas, our swan became victim to one of the
natural predators that roam the neighborhood at night. Please keep
your pets safely inside at night and be aware that fox, coyote and
other predator animals roam our surrounding woods.
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STREET PARKING

During the holidays many of our families have extra guests which results in extraordinary
use of our streets for additional parking. Although our streets meet the County standard
width, they do not easily accommodate parked vehicles and moving traffic.

We remind owners that Declaration Section 5.05 specifically addresses Vehicles as
follows:

“The term “vehicles”, as used herein, shall include, without limitation motorcycles, mini-
bikes, scooters, go-carts, trucks, vans, and automobiles. All vehicles shall be parked
within garages, driveways or other paved parking areas located on a Lot. Parking in
yards or on streets within the Development is prohibited. Lot Owner’s visitor’s may
temporarily park on the street.”

Typically temporary parking for visitors has been defined as something less than
overnight. Our Club House Parking Lot does provide overflow parking for large
residential parties and some owners have used it and shuttled guests to their property to
help us manage street congestion. We also have additional parking on West Ridge Drive
near the pumping station. We do have a few owners who continually are using the street
for parking their personal vehicles and this practice must be discontinued to comply with
the above-cited Declaration section.

Since some areas of our streets have curves, which do not leave a clear sight path for
drivers, there is a high risk for an accident. Also emergency vehicles such as ambulance
and fire equipment have difficulty negotiating the streets when they must maneuver
around parked vehicles.

When employing contractors to work on your property, please make every effort to
accommodate their vehicles on your driveway to alleviate what are sometimes obstacle
courses for normal street traffic during the day. We still have a few properties under
construction and without completed driveways we understand the challenges of larger
numbers of contractors during the construction period. Once a home is completed a
driveway should easily accommodate contractors performing routine maintenance and
repairs on occupied homes.

We appreciate your help in keeping our neighborhood safe and observing our 25 mile
speed limit.

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PET WASTE

It seems like pet waste is always a topic in residential neighborhoods. The Lake
Sovereign neighborhood has an extraordinary amount of common ground for the number
of residential properties. In fact, including our lake, we have over one-half acre of
common ground per residential lot. Since portions of our common ground are natural
habitat, many of our owners are using these areas to let their pets “do their business”.
Our landscape maintenance crews have mentioned the dog waste they encounter when
maintaining the common grounds weekly and in fact from time to time there are piles on
the sidewalks.

There is more to this than the look and the smell. There are health risks involved, caused
by pollution to the groundwater. This feeds streams and since we are a lake community it
affects our lake and eventually our water supply.

Here are some facts:
®* Pet waste decays, using up dissolved oxygen and releasing compounds that are
harmful to fish and other animals that rely on water.

Pet waste contains nutrients that can cause excessive algae growth in a lake or
river upsetting the natural balance.

Pet waste contributes to the bacterial contamination of our lakes, rivers and
streams. Pet waste contains harmful bacteria such as E. Coli and fecal coliform.
Waters that contain a high amount of bacteria such as E. Coli are unfit for human
contact. A single gram of pet waste contains an average of 23 million fecal
coliform bacteria, some of which can cause disease in humans.

Why Should I Pick It Up?
Pet waste left on yards or open areas and sidewalks can be washed away and carried by
rainwater into storm drains, which in our neighborhood situation can run into our lake.

Cleaning up after your dog may not be the most inviting activity, but it will help prevent
water pollution. Please act responsibly as a pet owner and clean up after your dog.

Did You Know?
®* There are over 53 million dogs in the United States, which produce 6.3 billion
pounds of waste annually. It would take a scoop the size of a football field and
800 feet tall to dispose of that waste.

Sixes Road Construction

What’s The Latest with the Sixes Road Construction?

We still need our owners to log on to www.sixesroad.org and register their interest in
Enhancing Sixes Road. Although the neighborhood has had a good response, we have
only heard from less than 25% of our owners. It will only require five minutes of your
time to register your interest.

The website is continually updated with the most current information regarding the road
completion date and the work underway by the Working Group. Take the time to
encourage your neighbors and other friends living in the Sixes Road community to
provide their level of interest through registering your thoughts on the website.

The Cherokee County Engineer’s Office advises final completion of Sixes Road, which
will include a final asphalt coat to all four lanes of traffic and operational stop lights is
scheduled for June 30. Without a successful effort to gain the interest of Sixes Road
business, institutional, and residential owners the medians and roadsides will grow tall
with weeds and the sidewalk will be difficult to navigate with grass growing across the
surface. Longer and warmer days translate to fast vegetation growth. Without adequate
funding and participation by all owners along Sixes Road we will have a beautifully
paved surface to drive with trash accumulating at stoplight intersections and weeds two to
four feet growing in the medians and roadsides.

MAKE A NEW YEAR'S RESOLUTION FOR '07 - BE PREPARED

Atlanta - Stop smoking, lose weight, exercise more. They are the routine New
Year's resolutions, and undoubtedly they're already being broken. So why not try
a different resolution this year - and keep it. Prepare yourself, your family and
your business for emergencies.

"Georgians should make it their resolution to prepare for emergencies and
disasters this year - and stick to it," says Georgia Emergency Management
Agency (GEMA) Director Charley English.

English cited a recent national survey conducted by the Advertising Council in
which 91 percent of the respondents agreed that it is important to be prepared for
emergencies, but only 55 percent had taken any steps to prepare. A survey of
small businesses showed similar and disappointing results.

Natural disasters such as Hurricane Katrina in 2005 and the recent snow storms
in the West have underscored the importance of preparedness. Making a
resolution to develop a family disaster plan, and setting a clear goal to be
prepared should be an easy way to be as ready as possible in the event of an
emergency.

A key part of preparedness is the disaster supplies kit which should contain a
range of critical supplies for a minimum of three days for each family member,
including bottled water, non-perishable foods, sleeping bag or bedding, change
of clothes, medicine, flashlights, battery-powered radio and a NOAA Weather
Radio, extra batteries, a first aid kit, and a manual can opener.

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It is also wise to consider having at least two emergency supply kits, one full kit
at home and smaller portable kits in the workplace, vehicle or other places where

you spend time.

"We want to underscore the importance of personal preparedness," says
English. "Know the threats to your community and have a plan in place before a
disaster or emergency occurs. Don't wait for someone else to take care of you
and your family. Do it yourself because outside help could be at least three days
away."

The mission of GEMA is to provide a comprehensive and aggressive all-hazards
approach to mitigation, preparedness, response, recovery and special events.
